MUSEUM OF THE MOVING IMAGE TO HONOR ABBE RAVEN OF A+E NETWORKS AND THOMAS RUTLEDGE OF CHARTER COMMUNICATIONS ON MAY 22 AT THE ST. REGIS HOTEL

New York, NY, March 28, 2013—Herbert S. Schlosser, Chairman of the Board of Trustees of Museum of the Moving Image, announced today that Abbe Raven, President and Chief Executive Officer of A+E Networks, and Thomas Rutledge, President and Chief Executive Officer of Charter Communications, will be honored at the Museum’s annual black-tie benefit on Wednesday, May 22, 2013, at The St. Regis Hotel. Each spring, the Museum holds this event, recognizing top leaders in the media industry. 

Dinner Co-Chairs for the evening are Frank A. Bennack, Jr.; Matthew C. Blank; Nancy Dubuc; Josh Sapan; Mr. Schlosser; and Anne Sweeney.

Since March 2005, Abbe Raven has served as President and CEO of A+E Networks, which include the popular A+E Network, HISTORY, Lifetime, BIO, and H2 channels. A+E Networks channels and branded programming reach more than 300 million households in over 150 countries. During her tenure at A+E Networks, Ms. Raven has been honored for building some of the most prominent and highly valued cable networks and for standing at the forefront of numerous industry-wide initiatives. In September 2011, Ms. Raven was named one of the 50 Most Powerful Women in Business by Fortune Magazine. In October 2009, Ms. Raven was inducted into the Broadcasting and Cable Hall of Fame. Ms. Raven serves as Vice Chairman on the Board of Directors of the National Cable and Telecommunications Association (NCTA). She is also on the boards of the NAMIC Foundation and the CTAM Educational Foundation.

“Abbe Raven has been celebrated for revitalizing A+E Networks and for expanding its brands,” said Mr. Schlosser. “We are pleased to be honoring her for this phenomenal success and her leadership in the field.  It is especially gratifying to fete the accomplishments of a Queens native at a benefit for a world-class media museum based in Queens.” 

Thomas M. Rutledge was elected as a director and President and Chief Executive Officer of Charter Communications, a leading broadband communications company and the fourth-largest cable operator in the United States, on February 13, 2012. Prior to joining Charter, Mr. Rutledge served as Chief Operating Officer of Cablevision from April 2004 until December 2011. A 34-year cable industry veteran, he has also served as President of Time Warner Cable. Mr. Rutledge currently serves on the board of the National Cable and Telecommunications Association (NCTA). He served as Chairman of the NCTA from 2008-2010, and currently serves on the boards of CableLabs, C-SPAN and the CTAM Educational Foundation. In 2011, he received NCTA's Vanguard Award for Distinguished Leadership, the cable industry's highest honor. He is a member of the Cable Hall of Fame and was inducted into the Broadcasting and Cable Hall of Fame in 2011. 

“A veteran of the cable television industry, Thomas Rutledge has had an incredible career,” said Mr. Schlosser. “He has worked in many capacities and excelled in every role, always with a clear vision about the future of television. We are delighted to be honoring his contributions to the field.”

“We are pleased to have such accomplished and successful honorees who have made significant marks on the world of media and entertainment,” said Carl Goodman, the Museum’s Executive Director. “Funds raised from this evening will help the Museum maintain and strengthen its education programs, which serve over 50,000 students and teachers each year. It is especially significant as we approach our 25th anniversary in the fall.”

Founded in 1981, Museum of the Moving Image is the only institution in the United States that deals comprehensively with the art, technology, and social impact of film, television, and digital media. It houses the nation’s largest collection of moving image artifacts and screens over 400 films annually. Its exhibitions—including the core exhibition, Behind the Screen—are noted for their integration of material objects, computer-based interactive experiences, and audiovisual presentations.
